Purpose of today’s meeting is a legislative

update discussion (indiscernible) anything to say or do

you just want me to turn it over to Jennifer?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE:

No, since we had an

executive decision prior, we want to move into that so

we”ll go with the legislative (indiscernible)
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UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Good morning. Good
afternoon. We are full on into the (indiscernible) the
last week of session so some things are moving incredibly
quickly and a lot happening. House Bill 13-39 is the
first bill 1 wanted to talk about. This 1s the one that
we had the email about.

And 1 am just sitting here realizing 1 failed
to communicate the results of that vote (indiscernible) to
the Board. My apologizes. | acknowledge that 1 should
have done that and I did not. You did as a Board vote to
support that bill. What it does i1s last year when the
fiscal (indiscernible) legislation was passed, there was a
mechanism put in place whereby the third-party vendor
would come along and sweep the information off district’s
websites (indiscernible) that this bill (indiscernible)
financial policies and procedures work group, which is a
standard work group the Department has with the District
CFO and financial ties.

Those folks came to the conclusion over the
summer and fall that i1t would be much easier for districts
to simply submit that information to the Department and
then have the Department give the information to the
vendor. So we’re not (inaudible) the requirements
(indiscernible) still have (indiscernible) the same data,

it still has to be transparent. We’re just changing the
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mechanism by which It gets transmitted to make it easier
for districts. That bill just passed the House on second
reading just like in the last 25 minutes passed the House
on the second reading, which it means it will be up on the
House floor on Monday morning for a third reading. That’s
when they take the official vote and then it will head
over to the Senate. We’ve been working on finding a good
solid Senate sponsor for the legislation and -- and we
need to get that wrapped up pretty quickly considering how
fast the bill (indiscernible) but that -- that’s what the
bill does, that’s where it iIs In the process, and again,
that’s one that you all are In a support --

MADAM CHAIR: Have we taken -- liaisons taken
a position on this?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair, the Board
has -- the liaisons recommended a support position. |
communicated with you all by --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: -- iIn each of the
support --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: No, it’s okay.

MADAM CHAIR: No problem.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: And I -- 1 again just

sitting here realizing 1 should have told you all that the
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vote (indiscernible) my fault --

MADAM CHAIR: (indiscernible) okay. Thank
you .

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: 1 did not (indiscernible)
and | apologize.

MADAM CHAIR: (indiscernible) move on, if you
could tell us what our position is or isn’t or the
situation on this bill.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Absolutely, Madam Chair.
So I"m just gonna keep moving “cause | think that’s what
you want me to do. Senate Bill 173 expanding protections
for student data security. This is a bill that you also
have taken a support position on. This bill just came off
the House -- excuse me -- the House debated this on the
floor last night in their second reading. There was an
amendment made to it (indiscernible) have any impact on
the Board’s position; they did not, and obviously we, you
know, things are just moving so fast this time of year you
have (indiscernible) every right to make that decision
yourself. Once (indiscernible) we’ll make sure to get it
out to you.

I will tell you they’re gonna -- they’re
about to do third reading on that bill which means they
will adopt it in the House. However, I"m fairly sure the

bill is gonna go to conference committee so if you do
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discover that there’s some -- there’s a concern that we
haven’t been aware any changes made, then we”ll have an
opportunity (indiscernible) to address (indiscernible)
conference committee.

And the reason i1t goes to conference
committee Is because the version that came out of the
Senate and the version that came out of the House are
going to be different. There’s two ways you can resolve
that situation. The first chamber, which in this case
could be the Senate, could say yep, we’re good with what
the House did, we accept those changes. Or they could say
no, we want to go talk about it some more. And I™m
obviously using every -- every day language to describe
that situation. | believe In this circumstance they’re
gonna go to a conference committee.

House Bill 13-23, assistance with public
schools. This i1s, again (indiscernible) kitchen sink
bill. It is their version of codifying the recommendation
(indiscernible) task force. This bill was just debated on
the House floor in second reading. There were some
amendments made; we will get copies of those amendments,
we will take a look at them, and if they’re raising new
policy issues obviously we will bring that to you all.

But the implication on being second reading today, again,

is that the House will finalize the bill on Monday. And
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then it still needs to make it through the entire Senate
in order to become law. It may or may not do so.
Senate Bill 257. So you can take everything

I just said about 13-23 and reverse the names of the

chambers --

MADAM CHAIR: Okay.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: So the Senate version of
the kitchen sink bill, the only difference -- there’s also

a difference iIn dates so the Senate debated this bill
extensively last night on the second reading. They just
adopted i1t on the third reading this morning so now it
will make its way over to the House to see what happened
as well.

As we had discussed a couple of different
times, 13-23 and 257 really are the two priority vehicles
moving through the legislature (indiscernible) date that
would make changes to our assessment structure. Some of
257 in particular would make some additional changes to
how we handle our standards. So these are the vehicles
moving right now. They keep changing which is
challenging. We have a (indiscernible) by the way Madam
Chair -- sorry, 1 (indiscernible) in the beginning.

MADAM CHAIR: It’s all right.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: And we are continuing to

watch them very closely and communicate with you all to
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the best we can about them. So --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: -- 1 wish I could tell
you what’s going to happen (indiscernible)

MADAM CHAIR: (indiscernible) isn’t working.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: No, and I would
(indiscernible) right now because 1"m so tired of working
so much that I look terrible, but that’s just a personal
problem.

Okay. Continuing along House Bill 12-01
(indiscernible) centralized operating services through
(indiscernible) this is a bill that the Board
(indiscernible) a support position as well. This bill was
up for second reading in the House today. It passed so
that again we’ll do (indiscernible) the House will
finalize this bill on Monday morning. 1It’s my
anticipation the bill will go over to the Senate. This is
the one that gives 10 million dollars to small rural
school districts -- excuse me -- | misspoke. This does
have 10 million dollars in 1t, but it i1s for a
(indiscernible) program for both these to essentially help
small rural school districts consolidate their back office
(indiscernible) the bigger picture (indiscernible) look,
we have a lot of really small districts iIn our state. We

have resource and strengths in our state, maybe we can
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help districts save some money on things like bookkeeping
and IT services if we go out there and run a program to
experiment (indiscernible) with how that might best be
done and to prove to small districts this would really
work and give them the (indiscernible) to -- to do that.

Senate Bill 233 revising (indiscernible)
measures in public education. This is the -- another bill
that’s still remaining out there, this kitchen sink bill.
This has been referred to the committee on legal services,
legislative council because the internal legislative
committee, 1t deals with legislation that puts legislators
on interim committees. They were scheduled to meet at
noon today. Both chambers are still on the floor so I
don’t know If that meeting’s taking place or not.
Sometimes they do two things at the same time. My guess
is that it is not happening right now and that it will be
postponed to later In the day or perhaps even another day
just depending on how things are going over there. But
even it comes out of the legislative council committee,
then i1t still has to go to the Senate floor for the vote
and go over to the House so with eight days left in the
legislative session time is getting short for
(indiscernible)

Senate Bill 267, | just (indiscernible) this

is the (indiscernible) the reason I put It on here iIt’s
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just an update. You all don’t have a position on this
bill. As introduced, the bill provided an additional 25
million dollars on top of what was included in the budget
for school districts (indiscernible) the Senate this
morning that’s how it looks.

Now, there is a whole lot of talk and
fighting in between those two places. There were a number
of “em on the conference last night to take more money out
of the State ed fund for the current fiscal year -- well,
excuse me -- it’s for the fiscal year we’re budgeting to
which i1s actually the *15-716 year, but more than the 25
million, and all of those failed, but there was a lot of
(indiscernible) it (indiscernible) elected officials
(indiscernible) your districts may be hearing some of
that, but I just want to give you a heads up because quite
a bit of talk about that one.

Let me just pause there because that kind of
concludes by update on all of the different bills that 1
think were critical that are important that we’ve
discussed. I™"m happy to answer questions about any other
bills out there, and then we’re gonna go to the item we
just added to the agenda about an hour and a half ago
“cause 1t just happened an hour and a half ago, but
anything on any other bills that are out there, any other

questions?
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MADAM CHAIR: Any other questions or
comments, Board? Jane, do you have something?

MS. GOFF: Yeah, thanks. Can we go back to
233 for a second? It’s not typical in my recollection for
bills to be sent to legislative legal services iIn between
chamber. 1Is it -- do you know why? What it -- what was
it about that bill that they had to deal with?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair --

MADAM CHAIR: Yes.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: -- Board Member Goff,
you’re right. It doesn’t happen very often, but i1t does
happen whenever a bill puts members of the legislature on
some sort of interim committee or task force. So 233 was
a component of -- that sets of the standard review task
force that has legislative members and that’s why it went
to legislative council.

MS. GOFF: All right. |1 guess I"m curious as
to why that happens before the bill’s even gone all
through the process. The bill may contain that -- that
component, but why in middle of i1t where i1t throws off the
schedule to go to the other chamber. 1 don’t understand -
- 1 —— 1 just don’t understand that.

MADAM CHAIR: Yes.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair, Board

Member Goff, | understand that it does seem odd and it
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(indiscernible) allowed at this point and session 1°d
always -- 1"m like oh, right, I have to remember about
that (indiscernible) council. So all 1 can tell you is
just a matter of how the rules work in the legislature.

MADAM CHAIR: Any other questions
(indiscernible) okay, moving into this last item.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: So, and I —- 1
acknowledge that adding i1tems to an agenda at the last
minute is challenging and frustrating. We didn’t know
about this until morning. So please know that it wasn’t
that we had been sitting on this for two weeks and just
decided to add it. It just became an issue this morning.
So here’s what’s going on -- Sheridan School District --
there’s been a long conversation with the Department and
the Board around Sheridan School District and how they
have used the (indiscernible) enrollment program --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: So sorry.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: -- others
(indiscernible) could speak to “em more precise
(indiscernible) language about where that is in the
process. My understanding is essentially where we are is
that the Department has found that Sheridan School
District was -- they did an audit. They found that
Sheridan School District was in violation of the law

around school finance and has said that the Sheridan
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School District therefore needs to repay certain fund that
they should not have received. The total amount
originally was one point two million dollars. Through
action by the commissioner, 1t’s been reduced to 1 think
to 950,000 approximately -- 944,000.

The Sheridan School District, as is their
right, has chosen to sue (indiscernible) and so this iIs a
matter in active litigation. So that’s my understanding
of kind of the process -- the stage we are in the process
in terms of your alls world over here. Now --

MS. GOFF: May -- may I ask a question?

I didn”t hear how much.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: 944,000.

MS. GOFF: 944,000.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: So the Sheridan School
District has decided that they would like to pursue a
legislative remedy to this situation, which you have in
front of you, and 1 believe it was also emailed out “cause
I know you got some folks on the phone (indiscernible) so
you should’ve gotten this by email around 10:30 or 11:00.
You actually have something that’s been drafted as an
amendment to the school buy in (indiscernible) that is not
the form 1n which they are going to move forward. They
are going to draft their very own bill. It”1l be a stand-

alone bill. However, confirmed with the lobbyist this
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morning and with members of the Sheridan School District’s
-- people who work in the school district, the language
that is In this amendment, it was (indiscernible) agenda
(indiscernible)
UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)
UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: This exact language
that’s before you is what will be in the bill that they
are hoping to introduce this week. We did sit down with
them this morning -- when I say we, myself, me and
(indiscernible) and Allyson Pearson sat down with their
lobbyist, Ann Marcus, and Leanne, can you help me?
UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)
UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Jackie Webb who is the
deputy superintendent for Sheridan, and we had a very
cordial conversation just trying to understand where
everybody was coming from, you know, what the issues were,
what the concerns were. We are recommending as staff and
-—- and you all get to take our recommendations or not take
our recommendations, obviously that’s your prerogative --
an opposed position on this legislation. And the reason
for that is there’s -- there’s a number of reasons for it.
One, this is a matter of active litigation. Two, we think
it sets a pretty bad precedent to, you know, the
Department by law (indiscernible) school districts all the

time. That’s the (indiscernible) told us to do. To have

a school district say we don’t like the results of that so
we’re gonna go to the legislature and get them to change
that seems concerning as -- as a precedent as a way of
handling these types of matters.

And -- and 1 think one of the things that’s
really important to note about this that to the extent
this moves forward, so if the Department (indiscernible)
successful i1n the litigation -- again, we did not bring --
it was brought against us. The Department prevails in
that action and Sheridan is legally required to repay this
$940,000. They have seven years interest free to do that.
It’s not as if they have to just write a lump-sum check
back to the Department or have it deducted from one year
of their funding.

The reason why that’s important is we are
talking about a small school district here, relatively
small district, that admittedly has -- has i1s workin~
really hard to serve its kids and --

MS. SHEFFEL: Can I -- can I -- can |
interrupt with a question?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Of course.

MS. SHEFFEL: So is it Jennifer, is that you
talking?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Yes.

MS. SHEFFEL: Okay. And you said the
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Department recommended that we take what position on this
(indiscernible) Sheridan (indiscernible)

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: The (indiscernible) is
recommending an opposed position.

MS. SHEFFEL: Say that again, 1 just couldn’t

hear .

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Opposed, against.

MS. SHEFFEL: Opposed, okay.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Yes.

MS. SHEFFEL: 1 -- 1 —- 1°d like us to talk
about that. 1 disagree with that because all of the

confusion with what the Department says, what the Board
says, what -- there’s so many details (indiscernible) look
at my notes from where Sheridan presented and then what
happened with how the students were counted, and I don’t
know, 1 -- I -—— I guess 1 look forward to a discussion,
but 1 know you’re trying to finish presenting.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: A question, Madam Chair.

MADAM CHAIR: Go ahead.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible) 1
absolutely we agree we need a discussion about that.
That’s why we’re -- we’re here today. Do you mind if 1
just finish with a couple more pieces of iInformation and
then -- and then we a discussion? Will that work for you

Dr. Sheffel?
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MS. SHEFFEL: Yeah, that’s fine. Thank you.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Thanks.

Madam Chair and (indiscernible) question,
too, but let me just finish presenting a little bit of
information and then I think discussion is critical here.
So what Sheridan will -- their point of view is that this
has been very confusing. They believe that they had some
authority given by the State Board iIn 2006 to do it the
way they were doing it. They have not provided evidence
of that to the Department, but they say they have it and
I, you know, that’s what they say and we’ve asked for
copies and we haven’t gotten “em.

They also would argue that they have changed
their practice. They now understand. They believe they
now have -- they do now understand what the law is and
that they have changed their practice to be in full
compliance with that. And I -- | think their further
argument would be that this is a large sum of money for a
small school district. Their intentions were good. They
were trying to serve kids who needed service. So that’s -
- that’s where they are coming from on it. And I -- 1|
want to make sure you understand that because 1 think it’s
important that you understand both sides of this and where
it’s coming from. 1 want to make it really clear that

this is (indiscernible) position as a Board. We as staff
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-- we as contract staff will implement whatever your
decision is, but for sake of having the conversation, we
wanted to bring to you a recommendation and then, you
know, it’s really up to you all from there.

So that kind of concludes the information I
wanted to bring to your attention. [I"m happy to answer
any questions or help with the discussion as you see fit,
Madam Chair.

MADAM CHAIR: Any other questions for her?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: | just have a statement.
I had --

MADAM CHAIR: You got a monitor?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: 1"m sorry.

MADAM CHAIR: 1 wanted to be sure that --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Oh, I"m sorry.

MADAM CHAIR: -- you were recording.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: 1 had calls from parents
in Sheridan, four parents who called me and said that the
program was -- was really very beneficial to their Kids
and -- excuse me -- and I have the names; Paul Martinez,
whose child went to Metro; Stacy Giggli -- Gigglio (ph),
Anastasia Gustamante (ph), and Bernadette Howell. So
these were the parents that called, and a couple of
parents said that they were halfway through the program,

but then the program I guess was stopped and so they were
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asking to have the program reinstated. And this program
i1s the twenty-first century program at Sheridan.

So 1 did get these calls and 1 just wanted to
-- to make you aware that parents were very happy with
this program and many of these parents said that they
wouldn”t have been able to have their kids in community
colleges -- iIn the community college (indiscernible) it
was one that they spoke about had they -- had this program
not been in place. So I also think that this has been
very confusing. To me, I wish that our attorney general
representatives were here today because 1 don’t know. |1
would not vote against (indiscernible)

MADAM CHAIR: Jennifer, I"m curious related
to that, this bill doesn’t have to do with whether the
program continues or doesn’t continue, this program --
this bill has to do with the way that -- is that are they
interactive with the Department?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair, the bill
simply says that for the budget years 2008, ’09, for
budget year 2013, ”14, i1f a local education provider did
what they did, they’re not required to refund any State
monies they received as a result.

MADAM CHAIR: So i1t doesn’t address whether
the program continues or not at all?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Correct.
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MADAM CHAIR: Okay.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: 1°m sorry. May | speak,
Madam Chair?

MADAM CHAIR: Yes.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: I don’t know. I guess
these parents were calling that they --

MADAM CHAIR: No, I understand that, but 1
just wanted to clarify that the --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Okay.

MADAM CHAIR: -- this doesn’t have to do with
continuing the program; it has to do with --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Right.

MADAM CHAIR: How the Department and the --
Sheridan interacted.

Yes, Leanne.

MS. EMM: Thank you. We have provided
information to Sheridan about how they can continue the
program and within the constraints of the existing laws.
So there are avenues that they can do (indiscernible)
enrollments for the students and also for (indiscernible)
programs under these program. So there are -- there are
opportunities for those students to continue in the

twenty-first century program, but it has to be within the

MADAM CHAIR: Thank you, Leanne. That is
very helpful.

Anybody else? Steve?

MR. DURHAM: Thank you, Madam Chair. Given
the -- how closely this legislation is tied to the
litigation I -- I wonder if it might not be appropriate or
almost required that we discuss this iIn executive session
that -- that what we say about the legislation could have
some -- some impact on the litigation so I would -- 1|
would suggest that we talk about this, and at least 1if
we’re gonna talk about it in any detail In an executive
session and may add it to the other executive. It’s the
other issue we have for the executive session.

MADAM CHAIR: Time is the problem, isn’t it?
Do we have time to -- to do this? 1 mean we only have how
many days? Eight days.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair, I do -- you
have an executive session scheduled --

MADAM CHAIR: Yes.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)

MADAM CHAIR: No, I"m not disagreeing --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Yeah, I mean time really
is of the essence. And typically -- 1 want to acknowledge

that this is a little bit out of our normal process and it
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wouldn”t take a position until it was a bill. We don’t
have another meeting scheduled until after the legislature
ends. And so just given we did our best to make a good
decision today to bring this before you since we knew you
all would be together.

It is somewhat unusual for you to take a
position on legislation that has yet to be introduced. IT
you decide to do anything, my recommendation would be that
you -- your motion (indiscernible) if the bill looks like
what we have in front of us, then here’s our position.

And that way if the bill gets introduced in a different
format, we would come back to you -- we would want to come
back to you, we would need to come back to you. So we’re
just trying to do our best in -- iIn challenging
circumstances.

MADAM CHAIR: Angelika.

MS. SCHROEDER: Given Steve’s recommendation,
do we not go into executive session and then reconvene
today --

MR. DURHAM: Yes.

MS. SCHROEDER: And perhaps take the
position, and then it’d only be a bit of time, but it
would still be today.

MR. DURHAM: Yeah, Madam Chair.

MADAM CHAIR: Yes.
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MR. DURHAM: 1 think unfortunately this is a
bus we don’t drive --

MADAM CHAIR: |1 would like to see that
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because 1 -- 1"m feeling --

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Or even a special

meeting --
MADAM CHAIR: (indiscernible)
UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: -- or -- or an
alternative -- I™m sorry.

MADAM CHAIR: 1 don’t know whether that would
be possible, or is there a chance that this will have
progressed and it’s too late if you do it next week?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Madam Chair, 1 know this
iIs such a difficult situation. 1 will take an alleged
perspective given where we are not presuming what your
position will be, but my suggestion would be to take a
position as quickly as possible. And of course 1
understand you would like that to be an (indiscernible)
position and 1°"m happy to do anything | can to support
that.

MADAM CHAIR: Okay.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Where’s John today?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: He’s iIn trial today.

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: (indiscernible)

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: Possibility in having it
Monday and i1t could even be the full Board convened by
telephone. And 1 --

MR. DURHAM: 1 really don’t think that it’s
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necessary to have counsel’s advice on where we are on the
legislation —-

MADAM CHAIR: (indiscernible) about the
litigation.

MR. DURHAM: (indiscernible) discussing the
legislation, it’s difficult to discuss it In any manner
that might not prejudice our court case so | don’t think
we should discuss i1t any further here simply because of
the nature of -- of -- of -- of the potential prejudice of
our legal case, so I don’t think we should discuss it any
more here.

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Presuming that they get permission to
introduce a late bill then it’ll be treated like any other
piece of legislation, has no impact on the School Finance
Act in any fashion.
