During the COVID19 school closures, if the IEP process delay was due to a request from a parent (e.g., the parent would rather wait to have an implementation meeting until the COVID 19 school closure is over) or based on mutual agreement between the AU and parent to delay the timeline, please report such delay with a delay code 45 – parent reasons. If the IEP team was determining the existence of specific learning disability, and the COVID 19 school closure disrupted the progress monitoring necessary to evaluate the child (300.309(C)), please report such delay with a delay code 43 – mutual written agreement was made between parents and a group of qualified professionals to extend time for SLD identification. For any other delays related to the COVID-19 school closure, please report with a delay code 61 – NOT VALID – COVID19 School Closure.
