Teacher Checklist:

e Track student growth and conduct student data talks. TheSkill Growth Report
tracks each student's scores, Tier, and percentile month over month. Select a
student's name to view their growth on individual skills and areas in need of
targeted instruction.

e Istation has over 3,000 resources to help you in the classroom! Check out our
Teacher Resources page for research-based instructional materials like lessons,
games, printable books, fluency passages, graphic organizers, and much more!

Manager Checklist:

e Be sure to check out your campus's Assessment Completion Report by the 10th
day of the month to ensure all students have completed their assessment.

e Track grade-level growth by Tier through theSkill Growth by Tier Report. This
can be run at the campus or district level. Click on the "All Months" tab to view
the growth pattern for each tier within each classroom or campus at that grade
level.

e The ISIP Executive Summary Report provides a brief overview of the current
ISIP assessment. Conducting grade-level PLC meetings? Select a grade-level
graph within the ISIP Executive Summary Report to view the target areas of
need across the grade level.

2019-2020 Early Literacy Assessment Tool (ELAT)
Benchmark Windows

Districts must choose a two-week assessment window within the benchmark months to
administer the benchmark assessment
¢ BOY benchmark — Administer the beginning-of-year assessment to grades 1-3
within the first 30 days of the school year and to kindergarten within the first 60
days of the school year. (While choosing your two-week benchmark window,
make sure that all students are tested in the same month.)
¢ MOY benchmark — December
e EQY benchmark — May

Kindergarten consideration: Through a provision in HB15-1323, you may choose to use
up to 60 calendar days for initial benchmarking. However, we encourage districts to
continue with best practices by benchmarking and providing support early in the year,
specifically within the first 30 days. Completion of your BOY assessment (per the READ
Act) within the 60 calendar days will inform the literacy component of your readiness
assessment.

Helpful Hints from Support Services

How to change the domain on the login screen (all users):
1. Open the app.
2. In the username and password boxes, type the word config and hit Enter. This
will take you to the domain configuration page.
3. Type the school domain using the following format: school name. the district.
the state.

Password reset:
1. Go to the Forgotten Your Username or Password page
2. Input your district e-mail address. If you're in the system, you will receive an e-
mail with your username and a link to change your password.

This will work for those who have forgotten their password as well as those who are
new to Istation and have not yet set up their account.

How to access the training videos:
1. Go to the Help Center and log in.
2. Click View Training Videos on the right side of the page.

How to access the Interactive User Guide (IUG):
1. Go to the Help Center and log in.
2. Click on the green box that saysGo to FAQs.

How to check if a student is still logged in to the program:
1. Go to the student’s profile on the Istation website by searching for their name or
selecting their name from your Classroom page.
2. On the student’s profile, locate Last Program Login, which displays a status
indicating how long the student has been logged in during the current session.
o If there is no status listed, they are not currently logged in to the
program.
o If there is a status listed and the student is not actively using the
program, you will need to contact Support to perform a forced logout.

How to install the Istation app:
1. Go to the Istation Services and Support page.
