Definition

Teaming processes and structures that focus on distributing responsibility and shared decision-making across and within
regions, districts, and schools to effectively design and use systems of training, coaching, resources, implementation, and
evaluation.

Team-driven shared leadership creates authentic opportunities for shared responsibility, buy-in, and inclusivity that
contribute to alignment and cohesion across the educational system in support of effective and sustainable implementation
of MTSS and positive learner outcomes.
