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This bill repeals or adjusts several data reporting requirements for local school districts.
These changes include:

1. Repeal of the requirement that the state board calculate the number of students who obtain a high school diploma after reaching 21 years of age and repeals the specific definition of “dropout”.

2. New requirement the districts report the state-assigned student identifier for each pupil enrolled in the school district who has an individual literacy plan and for ach pupil enrolled in the school district for whom literacy goals are included in the pupil’s individual learning plan.

3. Elimination of district’s data reporting requirements for 3rd grade students who read at or above grade level and reporting of the number of pupils enrolled in the district who have increase their literacy and reading comprehension levels by at least two or more grade levels during one year of instruction.

4. Elimination of district’s data reporting associated with the grant program for in-school or in-home suspension.

5. Elimination of the pilot school program for students expelled from 6th through 9th grades.
6. Strikes the following section:  22-44-111. Budget - filing. (3) Each board of education shall submit its adopted annual budget to the department of education on or before January 31, 2009, and on or before January 31 each year thereafter.  The budget shall include data available to the board of education as of December 31 of the immediately preceding calendar year."
